Despite the shame, rejection and false accusations Mary’s  pregnancy would 

bring to her she knew the Child in her womb was NOT a disposable “IT” that could 

be aborted.  She was pregnant with the “Son of the God”!   

From the very moment of conception the child in any mother’s womb is 

acknowledged by the Creator God as a real person.  (Jeremiah 1:5.  Luke 1:41.  Psalm 

139:13-17.)
