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Why would anyone bother to share their plans 
with people whom they knew would only despise and 
ignore them?   

 

But in spite of man’s rebellion against God we 
discover that “the Sovereign LORD does nothing 
without revealing His plan to His servants the 
prophets.” (Amos 3:7)   

 

God wants to make Himself known to us and 
wants us to know His plans for us! 

 

God used prophets such as Abraham, Moses, 
Isaiah, Jeremiah, Daniel and many others to make 
His plans known to the people of Israel many 
hundreds of years in advance of them happening! 
(Romans 3:1-2.)   It was like a jigsaw puzzle coming 
together – each piece fitting in with all the previous 
ones! – there were no miss-fits or contradictions! 
(Matthew 24:35.)   

 

Here are a few of the pieces of God’s plan that 
His prophets announced long before they 
happened:-  

A virgin in the family line of Abraham and of 
David would give birth to a unique Son; He would be 
born in Bethlehem; He would heal the sick and the 
blind and even raise the dead! He would prove that 
He truly was “God with us” by fulfilling every detail of 
the many prophecies made about Him; He would 
preach God’s Word with authority; He would be 
wounded and put to death for our sin; He would live 
again to be our Saviour, the glorious King of kings 
and Lord of lords!   

 

These things, along with many other details, 
were recorded for us in the Holy Bible, and only in 

Jesus Christ did they all come true! (See Luke 24:44-49.) 
 

But sadly many people would not believe the 
faithful prophets of God!  God’s true prophets were 
rejected and beaten up and some they even killed.  
And worse still, when God did send His Son, 
miraculously born through a virgin, and when He 
displayed His love and miraculous power among 

men, they rejected Him too! (See Mark 12:1-12.) 
 

They put Jesus, the Righteous One, to death - 
and God let it happen!   You see, the only way God 
could rescue sinful mankind was for He Himself to 
come to earth as Christ Jesus and be willing to take 
the punishment for us that we deserved for our sin!  
The Righteous One, by dying for us who are 
unrighteous, would overcome death and be able to 
offer us forgiveness of sin and bring us to God and 
heaven. (1 Peter 3:18.)  Put your trust in Jesus Christ 

NOW as your risen exalted Saviour!  (Acts 5:30-32.)  
 

For hundreds of years after Jesus various other 
prophets arose claiming to be sent by God.  But they 
had no miraculous proofs to establish their identity 
and they brought very conflicting messages that 
contradicted and ignored all the prophecies that 
had come true in Jesus!   

 

Jesus had clearly warned us that such false 
prophets would come having no proof of who they 
were nor having proof of who sent them except their 
own word and their own stories!   (John 5:43-44.) 

 



  

Anyone who contradicts the things God has said 
through His many true prophets is revealing 

himself or herself to be a false prophet! (Jude 1:3-4.)  
 

Beware of anyone who claims that Jesus did 
not come from God, or that He did not die, or that 
He did not pay for all our sins, or that He did not 
rise from the dead to be the Saviour, or that 
someone other than Jesus Christ can forgive your 
sins, or that He is not soon to return as King of 
kings and Lord of lords!   Beware of such errors!   

 

 Millions today accept the wrong teachings of 
such false prophets and trust in their untruths!     

 

But God has given us this sure prophecy –  
“Whoever believes in {Jesus} is not condemned, 

but whoever does not believe stands condemned 
already because he has not believed in the name of 
God’s one and only Son…… Whoever believes in the 
Son has Eternal Life, but whoever rejects the Son 
will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on him." 
(John 3:16-18, 36.)
